LEARNING OBJECTIVES 

The National Certificate in  Hauora (MǕori  Health, Level 
4) is an introductory qualification that recognizes knowl-
edge and skills related to MǕori  health initiatives such as 
manaakitangata, auahi kore, korikori tinana, tamariki ora, 
counselling, youth work, drug & alcohol work, primary 
and secondary health services, social services and other 
community support services. People awarded this Certifi-
cate would have gained knowledge in Te Reo MǕori, 
Treaty of Waitangi, Hauora and Tikanga MǕori . 
 

LEARNING OUTCOMES 
 
At successful completion Tauira will be awarded the Na-
tional Certificate in Hauora (MǕori  Health, Level 4). 
Holders of this qualification will have the skills and knowl-
edge required to assist people by providing them with 
Hauora services delivered by health providers, MǕori  
health providers, mainstream health services, institu-
tions, Marae, community centres and local clinics. 
 
The core compulsory unit standards offer an introduction 
to Te Reo MǕori  and can assist the candidate with basic 
Reo MǕori  when interacting with MǕori  client groups. 
 
 
This certificate qualifies the holder for:  
 

¶ Entry into the National Diploma in Hauora (MǕori  

Health, Level 5) delivered by Tipu Ora as a fol-
low on programme,   And 

 

¶ Pathways into similar disciplines such as the  
National Diploma in Counselling, the National 
Diploma in Social Work, and the National Di-

ploma in Community Work, and National Certifi-
cate in Te Reo MǕori  (level 4).

The programme is taught over a period of 
8 months in 7 blocks of 2-3 day Wananga, 

held on Marae. Tauira are expected to 
complete on course assessments, self-
directed learning and assignments in their 
own time outside of Wananga. Extra tuto-
rials are also provided as part of our sup-

port to Tauira.
